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Keep it simple
avoid the use of abbreviations, slang, idioms, and jargon

Slow down the pace
give them time to absorb and digest

Less is More
the less you say the less there is to forget or to misunderstand

Just the Facts
emphasize the who, what, where, when and how; why is not always needed

Fit the stories to the students
stick to examples that are relevant to their situation

Basics are best on the big screen
minimize overhead and Power Point content for maximum readability
Handouts are handy
they can follow along and have a reference for help later if needed

Keep it active and interactive
don’t give them a chance to snooze

Tell them what you told them
summarize the main points before closing
