Work or volunteer in the respective state.

Responsibilities:

1) Chair a drive-in conference in the Spring for the NAFSA membership and non-membership

within the respective state.

2) Preside over the state meeting at the regional conference.

3) Identify special needs of the state such as Professional Development Program

workshops that are done either in conjunction with a state conference or as a separate

event.

4) Provide information on membership, meetings, and professional development

opportunities to institutions in the state.

5) Connect constituents with key NAFSA resource persons at the state, Regional, or

National levels when requested.

6) Collect information on action or proposed action of the State Legislature that would

affect international education and forward it to the Public Policy Coordinator.

7) Actively solicit and encourage nominations for the Leo Dowling Award for Compassion,

Integrity and Leadership and for the Dorothy Brickman Award for the Outstanding New

Professional, ensuring at least one nomination is submitted to the Past Chair prior to the

Regional conference. (Nominees must be submitted to the Past Chair by October 1.)

8) Work with Public Policy Liaison to actively encourage members of the state to apply for Advocacy Day Grant, ensuring at least one grant applicant from each state. In the event that a grant is not awarded to a member of a state, the state representative will serve as that state’s default Advocacy Day attendee. (Advocacy Day grant applications must be submitted by February 1; Advocacy Day usually takes place in mid-March in Washington, DC.)
9) Attend future site visits for the regional conference (in respective states) in the event that a member of the Conference Planning Committee (Chair Stream and Conference Planner) cannot attend
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
