If your poster proposal is accepted, your poster title and abstract may be edited by the Annual Conference Committee and/or NAFSA staff for publication purposes.

Presenter Limits:

An individual may be listed in any number of proposals; however, it is NAFSA’s policy that an individual, regardless of role, may present in no more than two conference sessions and one poster per fair. 

For all poster presentations, a maximum of two individuals are permitted.
